v To restrict growth of maximum rents (currently proposed at $1200 per
bedroom).

v Requires separate bylaw.

v Council Policy G-23 requires project team to meet specific standards of
development.

v Council Policy G-16 required for all buildings subject to a Development
Permit to undergo a snow shed analysis.
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* Asign describing the details of rezoning application
RZ1152 is posted on the property.

e RZ1152 is identified in the applications register
posted on the municipal website.

e Public Open House was held on August 19, 2019.

* Any proposed zoning amendment is subject to a
public hearing adhering to statutory public notice
requirements, prior to Council consideration of third
reading.
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That Council consider giving first and second readings to “Zoning
Amendment Bylaw (Whistler Mountain Ski Club) No. 2256,
2020”; and

That Council authorize staff to schedule a public hearing for
